There exist other classes of ZEFG charge configurations than those defined by sets and subsets of vertices
of centrosymmetric polyhedra of cubic and icosahedral symmetry [Knop, Palmer & Robinson. (1975). Acta
Cryst. A31, 19-31]. A number of corrections required in the original paper are listed.

The abstract of our paper (Knop, Palmer & Robinson,
1975) and parts of the text give the misleading impression
that ZEFG configurations of discrete charges defined by
sets and subsets of vertices of centrosymmetric polyhedra
of cubic and icosahedral symmetry, are the only classes of
charge configurations having the ZEFG property. In fact
other classes of ZEFG configurations exist that satisfy the
ZEFG condition. These are being investigated and an
account will be submitted to this journal in due course.

The following corrections in our paper are required.

P. 19, line 1 of the abstract. Omit ‘general’.

P. 19, line 2 of the abstract. The second sentence should
read: ‘It is shown that for equal charges the ZEFG condi-
tion is satisfied when they form ... about s’.

P. 19, line 3 of the abstract. The third sentence should

read: ‘For unequal charges the ZEFG condition is met when
they are located ... for all pairs’.

P. 20, footnote §. Replace ‘Table 4° by ‘Table 6.

P. 21. Line 27 should read: ‘The conditions necessary for
the construction of ZEFG configurations of the cubic and
icosahedral classes ... from the preceding’.

P. 21. The last line of Table 1 should read: #(0,4, —#)=
—u.

P. 28. Theline 18 of Example 9should read : KBaTiNbOg?,
CaBaGeZrOg?
